The festival of Pentecost Ends the season of Easter – 50 days after resurrection Sunday  
Theme: ‘Empowered in the filling’; The Passion & the Power of God’s presence 
Symbols: DOVE, FIRE, wind 
 
Celebrates the presence of God’s spirit “the same dynamic, creative activity of God which 
was there at the beginning of time; which empowered Jesus; and is now present in the 
church.” (Mark Oakley, A Good Year p. 104)  

Marks the first outpouring of the spirit described by Luke in Acts 2. It is the day ‘the 
church’ was born; the day the Holy Spirit was unleashed on the church to reach the 
world with the gospel. 

It is also a time to focus on God’s passionate love for us (Heb 12:2 Jesus… who for the joy 
set before him endured the cross; John 3:16 For God so loved the world… Rom 5:8 But God 
demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us. 

Consider how God’s spirit gives witness to Jesus Christ, equips us, gives guidance, calls us, 
comforts us, gives us gifts, reveals truth, protects us against spiritual darkness, provides 
power for witness and service. 

A time to remember the great works of God’s spirit in transforming lives, healings, 
delivering people, bringing justice and generously revealing himself. A time to remember the 
great revivals and examples of lives radically surrendered to God’s work in the world. 

A time to seek God’s spirit for wisdom, understanding, courage, knowledge and faith. To 
ask God for a renewed awareness of his spirit and open ourselves more fully to the 
spirit’s reign in our lives. 

Remember, The Holy Spirit is always confounding our expectations, slipping out of our 
restrictive ideas, and opening new doors for the people of God.  
 
Jn 14:15-17 Jesus promises to send the helper (Paraclete = advocate, helper, consoler, 
comforter, intercessor) 
 
Practices 

1. Baptisms 
2. Singing/reciting of Veni Sancte Spiritus 
3. Flags/Banners in reference to the wind of the Spirit 

Improvising: Red flowers, pin wheels/wind chimes/kites,  



Lectio Divina (“divine reading”, praying the scriptures)  

1. Read – what does it say? 

2. Meditation – what is standing out to me? What 
is this scripture saying to me? 

3. Pray – speak to him about what you have 
meditated on 

4. Contemplation – spend time looking at him and 
letting him look at you. Create space that if God 
wants to give you a special grace gift in relation 
to this passage, he will. If not, just relax with 
him. 

5. Action – what can I do about this?
